        Dear Teacher Trainer Applicant,

Sat Nam. Teacher Training is expanding globally and there is a real need for dedicated Level One Trainers of Kundalini Yoga as taught by Yogi Bhajan.  Thank you for your interest in applying to the Aquarian Teacher Trainer Academy.

APPLICANT ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS: 

· Hold KRI Level One Instructor Certificate.
· Must hold a Level Two Practitioner Certificate. (All 5 modules completed.)
· Have taught a minimum of 1000 hours of Kundalini Yoga classes since being certified Level One by KRI.  (Commensurate experience will be taken under consideration if you have less than 1000 hours.) 

· Be a current Professional member of IKYTA or your country’s National Teacher’s Association.

· Have a strong personal practice of Sadhana and Kundalini Yoga and where possible to participate in group sadhana.

· Have attended at least one KRI, Sikh Dharma, or 3HO Event every year for the past three years including but not limited to Solstice, Teacher’s Conference, any Yoga Festival, Women’s Camp, Jaap Sahib, Level Two Training, Trainers Forum, White Tantric Yoga.

· Contribute Gurudakshina either internationally or to your National Association or contribute to The Yogi Bhajan Library of Teachings (Go to www.kriteachings.org for more information).

If you meet the above requirements then proceed with the following:

APPLICATION PROCESS: Copy everything you send for your records and in case your application is lost
· Enclose or email (JPEG file) a recent photo of yourself. Preferably a headshot. 
· Enclose your written answers to the Applicant questions. 

· Enclose your Applicant Payment Form with the $108 USD nonrefundable fee, which includes your licensing fee during your internship as Intern. 

· Carefully read the KRI Code of Excellence and sign it confirming your commitment.

· Enclose documentation of 1000 hours of Kundalini Yoga classes you have taught (in summary form) since receiving your KRI Level One Instructor Certificate. (If you do not have 1000 hrs. of teaching, explain the commensurate experience you believe prepares you to become a Teacher Trainer on a separate piece of paper.)
· Complete the Competency Evaluation Form and then sit and discuss with your Lead Trainer.
· Arrange for two letters of recommendation to be sent to KRI: one from a Professional or Lead Teacher Trainer and another from the Lead Trainer of the Team that you will join. Recommendations cannot come from a husband and wife trainer team.

Once your application has been received IN FULL, KRI will schedule an interview with you. Please be aware that interviews take place at Summer Solstice, Winter Solstice and at the European Yoga Festival so you should plan to attend one of these events. The deadlines for submission of your full application are: By May 20th for a Summer Solstice interview. By June 30th for a European Yoga Festival interview. And by November 30th for a Winter Solstice interview. Any applications received later than these deadlines will be too late and an interview will not be scheduled for that event.  Following your interview, final approval and official notification of your entry level will occur once the Certification Review Committee approves your application. This committee meets at Khalsa Council time in New Mexico during the spring and fall. If your application is declined, KRI will clearly outline the reasons.
