Dear Professional Candidate,

We are happy to hear that you wish to apply for Level One PROFESSIONAL Trainer Status in the Aquarian Trainer Academy.

PROFESSIONAL CANDIDATE PROCESS:
The process involved in becoming recognized as a Professional Trainer involves:

· Submit to KRI:
· Complete ALL of the application forms listed and send in at the same time.
·  Professional Candidate Form.
· A listing of your Teacher Training classroom teaching experience as an Associate.
· Candidates must be Level Two certified.
· Professional Candidate Self Evaluation Form.
· The Competency Evaluation Form first filled out by yourself and then discussed with your Lead Trainer who will add his or her answers and comments. Submit once you have your answers and your Lead Trainer’s answers on the form.
· Your mentoring Lead Trainer submits directly to KRI the Professional Candidate: Lead Trainer’s Evaluation Form.
· Being interviewed by a panel of experienced Lead Trainers who will evaluate your capacity to become a Professional Trainer.
IMPORTANT: Interviews are conducted at Summer Solstice, Winter Solstice and the European Yoga Festival so plan on attending one of these events.  The deadlines for submission of your full application are: By May 1st for a Summer Solstice interview. By June 1st for a European Yoga Festival interview. And by November 1st for a Winter Solstice interview. Any applications received later than these deadlines will be too late and an interview will not be scheduled for that event.  

· The ATA Certification Committee (which meets twice a year in April and October) will review your application, with all of the accompanying recommendations and evaluations.  The CC will make the final determination.
· KRI will send you a written statement concerning the final outcome of your application.

PROFESSIONAL TRAINER RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBLITIES:
If you are accepted as a Professional Trainer, you will be eligible to deliver any content area (exception: Western Anatomy) and can participate in any KRI Teacher Training Program.  The Professional can teach up to 80% of a program as part of a team under the supervision of a Lead Trainer.  In addition to meeting the qualifications for a Professional Trainer and demonstrating broad command of course content, the Professional Trainer has the following additional requirements:

· Understands all Level One Program Requirements outlined in the KRI Licensing Contract including student requirements for program completion.

· Demonstrates excellence in various teaching methodologies and balances these in program design to accommodate different learning styles.

· Demonstrates multi-faceted communication skills including attentive listening, story-telling with a point, and coaching skills.

· Exhibits an integrated understanding of the Teachings while answering questions.

· Ability to maintain a conscious presence and to keep students engaged during a long training day.

· Awareness of group and individuals’ state and the capacity to respond and adjust to this in the moment in order to deliver the material most effectively.

· Skillful management of the teaching environment to maximize student-teachers’ experience.

· Ability to operate with a true sense of teamwork to enhance the effective presence of the team as a whole, and to lead and inspire Associates and Interns.

It is important to be aware that as a Professional Trainer you will be:

· Required to relicense by June 30th every year to remain eligible to teach in KRI Aquarian Teacher Training Programs.

· Required to attend two Trainer Forums every 3 years.  Trainer Forums are held at the Summer & Winter Solstice, the European Yoga Festival and in some regional areas.
NEXT STEPS:

The next level of classification is Level One Lead Trainer.  This classification allows you to contract with KRI directly to lead a team in organizing and delivering a Level One Teacher Training.  The process of becoming a Lead Trainer takes at least one year.  For more detailed information please contact us or visit our website www.kriteachings.org.
