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L2 Certification Requirement for L1 Trainers
Policy History:

· One of the criteria to enter the Aquarian Trainer Academy is Level Two Practioner certification.  
· It demonstrates the commitment and capacity to apply the teaching to one’s personal life.

· It begins the process of developing many of the skills and capabilities outlined in the Trainer Competencies.

· Up until April 2007 it was qualified by “where ever possible”.

· In April 2007 TTEC the qualifier was changed to “working towards” and the deadline for all Professional and Lead Trainers to be Level Two certified was set for 1 January 2011.
· In September 2009 TTEC added that Applicants should have at least 2 Level Two modules completed before being granted Intern status.

Background:

· Currently Level Two programs are:
· Readily available in two year format throughout most of Europe.

· Available throughout most of Canada, United States, Mexico, South America, Australia and South East Asia, but often with only one module per year being offered in each locale.  Though many people will travel outside their home area order to participate in Level Twos.
· Offered on an irregular basis in South Africa and are not yet available in the rest of that continent.

· The Level Two requirement:

· Gives Academy applicants a platform to begin developing many of the competencies required of a teacher trainer, instills within the habit of continual spiritual and personal development and allows them to develop the capacity for self reflection.

· Means that applicants must wait two to five years after graduating from Level One before applying to the Academy.
· There are some outreach areas and some individual situations where exceptions need to be made.
· Current Compliance:

· We do not have complete or accurate records for all ATA members regarding Level Two certification.

· We have had a number of inquiries from current ATA members asking for extensions for various reasons.

· We continue to receive applications from teachers who have not completed Level Two.

Policy:
· Beginning January 1, 2011, all members of and applicants to the Aquarian Trainers Academy must be fully Level Two certified.

· Any current members of the Academy who are not Level Two certified by that date must apply for an extension.  The extension application will include: 
· What modules have been completed to date.

· The reasons why it was not possible to fulfill this requirement by the deadline.

· The timeline for completing the further required modules.

· The Executive Director of the Academy will make the decision as to if the extension will be granted.  He may pass this responsibility onto the Certification Committee if he deems it appropriate.

· Compliance will be checked each year at licensing time.
· Applicants with extenuating circumstances in regards to the Level Two requirement may address them on their application along with a plan for fulfilling the requirement.  The mentoring Lead Trainer should confirm extenuating circumstances and make a statement about why he/she feels an exception should be made.  The Certification Committee will make the final determination.
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
